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Oolichan Harvest 2010  

The Oolichan harvest for this year was both a 

blessing and a problem. Most of the community 

residents that received fresh fish were indeed 

thankful. However, from an administrative perspec-

tive the escalating costs and distribution methods 

were a real problem. 

Originally, the Oolichan harvest was based on get-

ting volunteers to help. This year, there were few or 

no volunteers and the harvest and grease-making 

from 16,500 pounds of fish skyrocketed to $56,000. 

We sold the grease for $40.00 per liter and raised 

$7,200. These proceeds were applied to the cost of 

the harvest and grease-making. 

To show our appreciation to the Nass people for 

allowing us to fish in their waters we are gathering 

dry goods to give to them. 

Kitamaat Village staff strives to improve the way 

we deliver programs and we will improve the way 

the Oolichan harvest is handled in the future. If we 

are to continue with this wonderful tradition, future 

harvests of Oolichan will be largely dependent on 

the volunteer efforts of Haisla community members 

and our Kitamaat Village staff working together.
