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Haisla Fisheries Updated March 2010

Field Projects - Whales

The Haisla Fisheries Commission (HFC) continues to moni-
tor Haisla territorial waters, as part of its 2009/10 whale re-
search project. A single humpback whale was recently ob-
served in Kitimat Arm, in the first week of March. However,
humpback observations generally declined after Christmas.
Many Humpbacks spend their winters in southern breeding
grounds in Mexico, Hawaii and Japan. Small pods of killer
whales were observed in Kitimat Arm January 21 and
Feb.18. There has also been a great deal of porpoise activ-
ity within area channels. The HFC would like to thank those
who took time to report whale sightings and other observa-
tions in 2009. We look forward to hearing of your experiences in 2010.

Oolichans

The HFC began monitoring rivers for ool-weekhpejecttdidet gno

termine presence/absence at historic spawning locations. Weekly patrols to the Kitlope R., Kowesas R., Ke-
mano R, Kildala R., Kitimat R. and Giltoyees Creek will continue throughout March. As in 2009, the HFC
coordinated the delivery of Nass River oolichans. A total of three separate deliveries occurred from March
12 to 15. Most of the fAooliesd are currently bei
isla Health Center staff and those community volunteers which made this possible. We could not have done

this without your hel p! I n 2010, the HFC will wor

wide research standards and stock recovery planning for oolichans.

Employment Opportunities

Two deck-hand positions are currently available to assist with fishing KVC Prawn and Crab Licenses in
2010. The positions require individuals for at least 10 weeks of work in 2010. Applicants will live aboard the
vessels while fishing and will be eligible for one crew share each. These are training opportunities for Haisla
band members only. Minimal experience is necessary and food and accommodation is provided. Those in-
terested please contact Mike at the HFC office (639-9361ext.213).
